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Traditional, well appointed semi-detached cottage in popular residential district of Tayport.  The 
property occupies a corner site on Ogilvy Street with Cross Street and subject to approval there 
may be scope for creating off street parking or garage in the rear garden with access from Cross 
Street.  Parking is generally available on Ogilvy Street which is a wide thoroughfare leading from 
the main road down towards Scotscraig Golf Course.  Tayport benefits from a wide variety of 
community and local facilities including primary school with secondary schooling to St Andrews 
or Cupar, good bus and road connections with Dundee and St Andrews and convenient for 
commuting to either and also to Leuchars Air Base.  There is a variety of local shops and stores, a 
developing Marina with extensive waterfront walks, parks, championship golf course at 
Scotscraig and close access to woodland walks and beach at Kinshaldy.   
 
This property is of good size with versatile accommodation of two public and two bedroom or one 
public and three bedroom as required and there is excellent storage throughout the property and 
in addition a traditional stair leading to upstairs attic storage running the full length of the original 
cottage.

Entrance hall 
Accessed from replacement part glazed front door.  The entrance hall is laid with ceramic quarry 
tile effect flooring and is L-shaped.  Radiator.  Light fitting.  There are four hall cupboards (three 
double and one single), with good storage and shelving.  Access door to traditional stair leading to 
attic storage.

Access by fixed stair the attic storage runs the full length of the original cottage with two 
skylights.  Power and light in attic.
